TRAINING TIPS

Taken from The Rappahannock River Retriever Club

Training a retriever, like most things in life, does nof
happen all on its own- it takes an investment of effo
patience, consistency, and last but certainly not lea:
investment of time. Greater levels of proficiency at
trieving understandably require different concepts tg
taught, as well as more of an investment in time an
fort. Individuals are encouraged have a goal of profi
ciency in mind that they wish their retriever to attain
develop a training schedule that will allow for the gd
to be reached, and to then train with that goal in mi
Just as people have different personalities, cognitiv
prowess, and physical attributes, so to do retrieverg|
cordingly, one needs to remain flexible to modifying
their training regimen to the particular needs of thei
triever. A concept may seem to be quite simplistic t

you, however, if your retriever does not understand i

really doesn’t matter what you think as your retrieve
does not understand what is being asked. Be willing
take a step or two backwards in your training beforg
you advance to the next phase or concept. By adap
your training regimen to the needs of your retriever,
you will be better able to reach the goal together an
both you and your retriever will be able to find the

pleasure, if not joy, of working together as a team.
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
